Scholarship Eligibility

1.

Applicants must be working adults interested in pursuing a Bachelor of Science
degree in Business Administration or Nursing (RN to BSN) through the Division
of Extended Learning at Holy Family University.

Applicants must be applying to the Division of Extended Learning for the first
time.

Scholarship recipients must begin taking courses in the Fall 1 Session of 2009
(August 31, 2009 to October 3, 2009) and must enroll for at least two courses (6
credits) during the Fall semester (Fall 1, Fall 2 and Fall 3) of 2009.

In order to be considered for the scholarship, all required admissions materials
(Undergraduate Application form, recommendations, transcripts, writing
sample/essay, application fee and any other required materials) must be received
by the Division of Extended Learning no later than August 14, 2009.

In addition, the Woodhaven Scholarship application form and the required essay
must be received by the Division of Extended Learning no later than August 14,
20009.

Scholarship Application Process

Submit all required admissions materials (undergraduate application form, $25
application fee, two recommendations, official transcripts for all previous college-
level work, writing sample/essay and any other required materials) to the Division
of Extended Learning no later than August 14, 2009.

The Woodhaven Scholarship Application form and the required original essay
must be received by the Division of Extended Learning no later than August 14,
2009.

All admissions and scholarship materials should be delivered to Division of

2009.
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Scholarship Selection Criteria

1. All Woodhaven Scholarship Application forms and required essays, received by
the August 14, 2009 deadline, will be reviewed by the Woodhaven Scholarship
Selection Committee.

2. Essays will be evaluated based on the overall quality and originality of the
writing, depth of understanding of the Holy Family University mission and the
ability of the applicant to articulate their own personal plans for fulfilling the
Holy Family University mission.

Scholarship Notification Process
All Woodhaven Scholarship applicants will be notified of the decision of the
Woodhaven Scholarship Selection Committee, in writing, no later than August 25,
2009.

Awarding of Scholarship Funds

Woodhaven Scholarship funds will be applied directly to the recipient’s student
account after six credits have been completed during the first semester of attendance.
